4. Price quotation/s, to be denominated in Philippine peso, shall include all taxes, duties, 
and/or levies payable. 

5. Quotations exceeding the Approved Budget for the Contract shall be rejected. 

6. In case of two or more bidders are determined to have submitted the Lowest Calculated 
Quotation/Lowest Calculated and Responsive Quotation, the BOQ shall adopt and 
employ “draw lots” as the tie-breaking method to finally determine the single winning 
provider in accordance with GPPB Circular 06-2005. 

7. Award of contract shall be made to the lowest quotation which complies with the 
technical specifications, requirements and other terms and conditions stated herein. 

8. The item/s shall be delivered according to the accepted offer of the bidder. 

9. Item/s delivered shall be inspected on the scheduled date and time of the BOQ. The 
delivery of the item/s shall be acknowledged upon the delivery to confirm the 
compliance with the technical specifications.

-Be accredited by the Department of 

Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) and 

Laguna Lake Development Authority (LLDA) 

and shall also provide a valid Permit to Transport 

(PTT) from the DENR prior to hauling at their 

expense. 

 

 

-Coordinate with the GENERATOR for the 

application of waste manifest from the DENR. 

 

 

-Undertake a once a month collection, every 1st 

week of the month and/or a special trip collection 

as maybe necessary. Hauling operations are much 

preferred during week-ends, morning. Release of 

certificate of treatment (COT) and billing 

statement within 2 weeks after the wastes are 

received for treatment. 

 

 

-Issue Transport Manifest Receipt for every 

collection that shall be witnessed and signed by 

both party representatives.   

 

-The total weight of waste collected shall be 
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determined by using GENERATOR’s weighing 

scale.  

 

-Supply yellow bags of standard size (26x32 and 

0.001 thickness) 300 pieces per month and 

disinfection solution free of charge. The number 

of yellow plastic bags shall be monitored through 

the Hazardous Waste Manifest Form. 

 

-Ensure that the GENERATOR’s healthcare 

waste be properly treated and disposed within 

seven (7) days from pull-out from the 

GENERATOR’s facility. 

 

-Furnish the GENERATOR a copy of the 

Certificate of Treatment and Disposal every first 

week of the month duly acknowledged/ received 

by the DENR whichever is applicable. 

 

-Must be capable and experienced in the 

collection and disposal of infectious and 

healthcare wastes for at least five (5) years. 

 

 

-Allow authorized representative(s) of the 

GENERATOR periodic site inspection for the 

process of treatment and equipment used. 

 

 

-Use clean, sanitized and 4 wheeler enclosed van 

for collecting and transporting of wastes. Its 

vehicle plate number shall be reflected in the 

manifest form 

 

 

-No sub-contract or transfer service to any other 

Contractor. 

 

-Ensure that its workers are fit to work and shall 

comply with the qualifications and requirements 

set by the DENR.  

 

 

- The workers shall be provided by the Contractor 

with clean, complete and proper personnel 

protective equipment. 

 

-Shall be responsible to take all necessary 

precautions to ensure the health and safety of the 

workers at work. 
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-No employment relationship arises between the 

CONTRACTOR’S workers and the 

GENERATOR and that the latter has no 

contractual obligation with the former’s own 

employees 

 

-Any hauling activities without the supervision of 

the duly appointed PCO will be considered 

INVALID and VOID.
